Despite massive investment of money
and research aimed at ameliorating
third-world poverty, the development
strategies of the international financial
institutions over the past few decades
have been a profound failure. Under the
tutelage of the World Bank, developing
countries have experienced lower
growth and rising inequality compared
to previous periods. In Beyond the
World Bank Agenda, Howard Stein
argues that the controversial institution
is plagued by a myopic, neoclassical
mindset that wrongly focuses on
individual rationality and downplays
the social and political contexts that can
either facilitate or impede development.

Jonathan Silvertown here explores the
astonishing diversity of plant life in
regions as spectacular as the verdant
climes of Japan, the lush grounds of the
Royal Botanical Gardens at Kew, the

shallow wetlands and teeming
freshwaters of Florida, the tropical
rainforests of southeast Mexico, and
the Canary Islands archipelago, whose
evolutionary novelties—and exotic
plant life—have earned it the sobriquet
“the Galapagos of botany.” Along the
way, Silvertown looks closely at the
evolution of plant diversity in these
locales and explains why such variety
persists in light of ecological patterns
and evolutionary processes. In novel
and useful ways, he also investigates
the current state of plant diversity on
the planet to show the ever-challenging
threats posed by invasive species and
humans.

The paperback edition will include an
entirely new chapter on the astonishing
diversity of plant life in the Western
Cape of South Africa that focuses on
fynbos, a vegetation endemic to the
Cape.

The Subprime Solution
How Today’s Global Financial
Crisis Happened and What to Do

about it.
Robert J. Shiller

The subprime mortgage crisis has
already wreaked havoc on the lives of
millions of people and now it threatens

to derail the U.S. economy and
economics around the world. In this
trenchant book, best-selling economist
Robert Shiller reveals the origins of
this crisis and puts forward bold
measures to solve it. He calls for an
aggressive response -- a restructuring
of the institutional foundations of the
financial system that will not only allow
people once again to buy and sell homes
with confidence, but will create the
conditions for greater prosperity in
America and throughout the deeply
interconnected world economy.

Shiller blames the subprime crisis on
the irrational exuberance that drove the
economy’s two most recent bubbles--
in stocks in the 1990s and in housing
between 2000 and 2007. He shows how
these bubbles led to the dangerous
overextension of credit now resulting
in forceclosures, bankruptcies, and
write-offs, as well as a global credit
crunch. To restore confidence in the
markets, Shiller argues, bailouts must
be targeted at low-income victims of
subprime deals. In the longer term, the
subprime solution will require leaders
to revamp the financial framework by
deploying an ambitious package of
initiatives to inhibit the formation of
bubles and limit risks, including better
financial information; simplified legal
contracts and regulations; expanded
markets for managing risks; home equity
insurance polices; income-linked home
loans; and new measures to protect
consumers against hidden inflationary
effects.

Robert J. Shiller is the best-selling
author of Irrational Exuberance and
The New Financial Order (both
Princeton), among other books. He is
the Stanley B. Resor Professor of
Economics at Yale University.

The hedge-fund industry has grown
dramatically ove the last two decades,
with more than eight thousand funds
now controlling close to two trillion




dollars. Originally intended for the
wealthy, these private investments have
now attracted a much broader following
that includes pension funds and retail
investors. Because hedge funds are
largely unregulated and shrounded in
secrecy, they have developed a
mystique and allure that can beguile
even the most experienced investor. In
Hedge Funds, Andrew Lo--one of the
world’s most respected financial
economists--addresses the pressing
need for a systematics framework for
managing hedge-fund investments.

Arguing that funds have very different
risk and return characteristics than
traditional investmetns. Lo constructs
new tools for analyzing their dynamics,
including measures of illiquidity
exposure and performance smoothing,
linear and nonlinear risk models that
capture alternative betas, econometric
models of hedge-fund failure rates, and
integrated investment processes for
alternative investments. He concludes
with a case study of quantitative equity
strategies in August 2007, and presents
a sobering outlook regarding the
systemic risks posed by this industry..

Computational physics is a rapidly
growing subfield of computational
science, in large part because computers
can solve previously intractable
problems or simulate natural proceses
that do not have analytic soltuions. The
next step beyond Landau’s First Course
in Scientific Computing and a follow-
up to Landau and Paez’s Computational
Physics, this text presents a broad
surve of key topics in computational
physics for advanced undergraduates
and beginning graduate students,

including new discussions of
visualization tools, wavelet analysis,
molecular dynamics, and compuational
fluid dynamics. By treating science,
applied mathematics, and computer
science together, the book reveals how
this knowledge base can be applied to
a wider range of real-world problems
than computational physics texts
normally address.

century. Right-wing governments have
privatized in an effort to decrease the
size of government, while left-wing
governments have privatized either to
compensate for the failures of state-
owned firms. In this way, privatization
has spread from Europe to Latin
America, from Asia to Africa, reaching
its zenith with the transition from
socialism to capitalism in Easter Europe.
In Privatization, the world’s foremost
experts present a comprehensive
overview of the issues associated with
privatization in Eastern Europe, Africa,
Latin America, and Asia. In many
countries, state ownership has been a
tool of redistribution, providing cheap
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water, energy, or transport to poorer
segments of the population. In other
instances, it has sponsored aggressive
cutbacks, corruption, and cronysim.

The effects of privatization on
efficiency are gernerally mixed but rarely
negative, and while privatization
appears uncontroversial in competitive
sectors, it becomes increasingly
complex in more monopolistic sectors
where good regulation is crucial.
Privatization is a frank, authoritative
look at the successes and failures of
privatization and the reasons for each,
setting out alternative frameworks for
countries in Africa and other regions
that seek to develop privatization policy
and programs.

Molecules of Murder

Criminal Molecules and Classic
Cases

John Emsley

Molecules of Murder is about
infamous murderers and famous
victims; about people like Harold
Shipman, Alexander Litvinenko,
Adelaide Bartlett, and Georgi Markov.
Few books on poisons analyse these

crimes from the viewpoint of the poison
itself, doing so throws a new light on
how the murders or attempted murders
were carried out and ultimately how the
perpetrators were uncovered and
brought to justice.

Part I includes molecules which occur
naturally and were originally used by
doctors before becoming notorious as
murder weapons. Part II deals with
unnatural molecules, mainly man-made,
and they too have been dangerously
misused in famous crimes. The book
ends with the most famous poisoning
case in recent years, that of Alexander
Litvinenko and his death from polonium
chloride.

The first half of each chapter starts by
looking at the target molecule itself, its
discovery, its history, its chemistry, its
use in medicine, its toxicology, and its
effects on the human body. The second
half then investigates a famous murder
case and reveals the modus operandi
of the poisoner and how some were
caught, some are still at large, and some
literally got away with murder.

Molecules of Murder will explain how
forensic chemists have developed
cunning ways to detect minute traces
of dangerous substances, and explain
why some of these poisons, which
appear so life-threatening, are now
being researched as possible life-
savers.

Portable X-ray Fluorescence
Spectrometry Capabilities for In
Situ Analysis

Philip J Potts, Margaret West

Portable X-ray fluorescence (PXRF)
instrumentation has some unique
analytical capabilities for the in situ
analysis of samples in the field. These
capabilities have been extended in
recent years by the continuing
development of solid state detectors,
surface mounted electronics, digital
signal processing technology, Li-ion
batteries combined with a choice of
rugged sealed radioisotope sources or
miniature X-ray tubes that provide
lightweight hand-held devices.

As well as opening up new applications,
in situ measurements by PXRF, where
the instrument is placed in direct contact
with the object to be analysed, involve
the complete integration of sampling
and analysis. Careful interpretation of
results is therefore required, particularly
when the analysis is used to estimate
the bulk composition of a sample.

In this monograph, an overview is given
of instrumentation, analytical
capabilities, and limitations in the
interpretation of results, sampling
considerations and applications where
PXRF offers substantial advantages
over conventional analytical
techniques. The aim is to give the reader
an insight into the capabilities of the
technique and to demonstrate the
contribution it can make to a range of
areas of contemporary scientific
interest.

Chapters are written by internationally
recognised scientists with practical
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experience of in situ analysis using
portable X-ray fluorescence and
demonstrates the wide range of
applications for the technique. The
topics covered are illustrated with
diagrams and photographs where
appropriate and each chapter includes
supporting references to enable the
reader to gain a greater understanding
of a particular application.

It offers a
general introduction to the technique
and its applications rather than a
research monograph. As such, it is
aimed at analytical scientists,
environmental and geological
scientists, industrial hygienists,
industrial and plant scientists,
archaeometrists and  museum
researchers, research scientists and
research students with projects in the
applications covered. Undergraduate
students studying associated degree
courses will also benefit from the work.

Philip J Potts, Fellow of the Royal
Society of Chemistry, is an analytical
and chartered chemist with research
interests in the development and
application of techniques for the
chemical analysis of geological and
environmental samples.

The information professions -
librarianship, archives, publishing and,
to some extent, journalism - have been
rocked by the digital transition that has
led to disintermediation, easy access
and massive information choice.
Professional skills are increasingly
being performed without the necessary
context, rationale and understanding.
Information now forms a consumer
commodity with many diverse
information producers engaged in the
market. It is generally the lack of
recognition of this fact amongst the
information professions that explains
the difficulties they find themselves in.

There is a need for a new belief system
that will help information professionals
survive and engage in a ubiquitous
information environment, where they are
no longer the dominant players, nor,
indeed, the suppliers of first choice.

A heart-healthy diet.....

A heart-healthy diet focuses on adding more healthy foods to your diet and
cutting back on foods that are not so good for you. Healthy foods are ones
that are high in vitamins, minerals, fiber, and other nutrients, such as: Fruits
and vegetables.

Beans (including chickpeas and lentils) and whole grains (such as whole
wheat, brown rice, oats, rye, bulgur, barley, quinoa, and corn).

Oily fish like salmon, trout, albacore tuna, herring, mackerel, and sardines,
which contain heart-healthy omega-3 fatty acids. You can also get omega-3
fats from omega-3 eggs, walnuts, flax seeds, and canola oil.

Foods to limit are ones that are high in: Unhealthy fats, such as saturated
fats, trans fats, and cholesterol. Saturated fats are mostly found in animal
products, such as meats and dairy products.

Trans fats include shortening, partially hydrogenated vegetable oils, and
hydrogenated vegetable oils. Trans fats are made when a liquid fat is turned
into a solid fat (for example, when corn oil is made into stick margarine). They
are found in many processed foods, such as cookies, crackers, and snack
foods. Restaurants often use hydrogenated oils for frying foods, so try to
limit fried foods when eating out.

Cholesterol is found in animal products, such as eggs, dairy products, and
meats.

Salt (sodium). You need some sodium in your diet, but most people get far
more than they need. Too much sodium tends to raise blood pressure.
Processed foods and fast foods often contain a lot of sodium. Try to limit
these foods and eat more fresh foods.

Eating foods that contain unhealthy fats can raise the LDL ("bad") cholesterol
in your blood. Having a high level of LDL cholesterol increases your chance
of having clogged arteries (atherosclerosis), which can lead to coronary artery
disease and heart attack.

Trans fat is especially bad. It both raises the level of "bad” cholesterol and
lowers the "good" cholesterol in the blood. Try to avoid trans fat as much as
possible.
